LOCATION

Alleghany Highlands is located in the western portion of Virginia and has a land area of 445.66
square miles. The word “Alleghany” is an American Indian word meaning “endless”, and it is used to
describe the mountain ranges of the Appalachians. Opportunity for better business and personal living
are also “endless” in the Alleghany Highlands. Alleghany Highlands includes Alleghany County, the
city of Covington, and the towns of Clifton Forge and Iron Gate.

Alleghany Highlands was first settled around 1746. On January 5, 1822, Alleghany County was
formed from parts of Bath, Botetourt, and Monroe Counties by an act of the Virginia Legislature. The
region is rural in nature and very mountainous with deep, level valleys. The highest point in the
county is Big Knob (4,049 feet) on Warm Springs Mountain, while the lowest point is the Town of
Iron Gate (1,000 feet). Alleghany Highlands is truly “Where Virginia Meets the Sky.”

Alleghany Highlands is 60 miles north of Roanoke; 176 miles west of Richmond, the state capital;
227 miles southwest of Washington, DC; and 270 miles northwest of Norfolk, Virginia’s deepwater
international port. Located on the 1-64 corridor, Alleghany Highlands is "Virginia's Western
Gateway," to the heartland of the United States.
